Shore area from women concerning a Father Murphy of St. Peter
and Paul Parish, South Boston, who was calling them on the
phone as "an affiliate of St. Margaret's Hospital" with the
pretext of a survey or study. Durlnff the conversation questions
were asked or a personal nature and requests made that were no_
proper.

In fact there ib a Fath. r David ,L,Iurphy who i- rusc_ruh assistant
for th_ Prlcsts' Person,lul Board, :u:slstin_ at St. Peter and
Paul Parish, South Boston. I questioned Fath_-r Alurphy _onceraing
this matter and h< stat_s vat_gorlvally that h is not involved,
that it is a hoax and that the matter came up in th_ same way
about a year and a half azo.

My question is what protection <atl we afford for Father Murpi,y's
reputation? Do we report it to the State Police or the FBI?
Father Murphy is to call Sister Mary Bernadette and inform her
of hls position.

He now feels awful about it and wants to bring th_e_ incidents to
the attention of Fr. _urphy's superiors so that it will not

happen again.

I told mr. _ I would bring this to your attention. I advised
him to stay away from Fr. _urphy.

When I retume_ Friday, April 19, 1996, Father Murphy called to see if there had been any
contactfrom_attomey. After checkingwilh Wilson Rogers, Jr. I called Father Murphy to
say that Wilson Rogers had sent a letterto AttorneyPaul Heady,but that he had not yet receiveaa reply.
I pointedoutto Father Murphythat itwouldnotbe inhisinterestor that of the Archdioceseto pressthe
attorney. Father Murphysaysthat he has retainedan attorneyfrom South Boston,an old'fiiend named
Hurley. He saidthat BishopMu.rphyhad calledhim and was very supportiveand gracious.

Father Murphysaid that his mother,who livesin California,has been involvedin an automobileaccidenL
He was planningto _o to Californiato visitand wondered if that was appropriate. After consul_ngwi_ ,.
Wilson Rogers,Jr. I[old him that he couldgo to California,as long as there was a way Torme to reacn him.

On Friday, April 26, 1996, Father Murphycalled again. I told himwe had no further information. He
sounded more discouragedand perhapsbetrayeda trace of anger.

On Monday, July 1, 1996, Father Murphy met with me at Chancery. He was accompanied by
Attorney Francis Hurley. [ invited Nell Hegany, UCSW, to be present for the meeting.
I reviewed with Father Murphy the Axchdioce_m policy, regarding sexual misconduct, told him
that everything we discussed was discoverable if this matter was brought to a judicial process and

sununarized for him the allegations as contained in an affidavit signed by_

asking Father Murphy it"he was aware of what was in the allegation made by_
Father Murphy said he was not. I told him that since the statement was dated

February 15, 1994, I wondered if it had been shared with Father Murphy. Father Murphy asked
if I was going to read the entire document or if he would receive a copy. I said that this was not
our policy. I su_ested that Mr. Hurley contact Attorney Paul Healy for a copy.

__al]eges that in 1978 to 1979 Father Murphy, who had befriended _ for a
amber of months, picked him up whe_ _ away from home, was thumbing, a fide to
Boston. Father Murphy brought him to Saint Peter and Paul Rectory in South Boston where they

watched a movie. _s/_ys that Father Murphy gave him seven to eight beers. Father Murphy
invited him to stay overnight. Later he puthis hands on_l_uttogks, pulled off his

underwear and performed oral sex on him. _says that he said, "no, this isn't right."

Father Murphy began by saying that it is all fiction. In our previous conversation Father Murphy
acknowledged that he knew _ However. he maintained that he did not know him

• in the years cited in the claim letter. He maintains that the jewelry stolen from the Rectory
belonged to Father Jame_ Braley, who lived at Saint Peter and Paul Rectory. from 1981 to 1986.

With regard to the specific allegations:

•Father Murphy says that he did not know_m 1978-1979. After the
• incident with Father Braley's jewelry he never met him again until 1985 when he

picked him up hitchhildm the night of Hurricane Gloria and drove him to his

grandmother's house _/
• Father Murphy denies pickup when he was thumbing_a ride to Boston.
• Father Murphy denies b"nngi__him to Saint Peter and Paul Rectory in South Boston to

watch a movie. He says they did watch movies together after 1985.
• Father Murphy says he never gavel beer.
•Father Murphy says he never ¢overnight, put his hands on

bunocks, pulled off his underwear nor pertbrmed oral sex on him.

• Father Murphy says that _mwer said, "no. this isn't right.."
•The time that items were stolen from Father Braley's room was bet,,veen 1981-1985.

• " Father Murphy says that he is unaware that_stole gold chains
and shoes from another priest's room in 1978-1979.

• Father Murphy says he never gave_forty dollars. He occasionally gave him five
or ten dollars, especially after 1985 whe_eouid not hold down a job.

• Father Murphy says he did not invke _ return to the Rectory as alleged.
• Father Murphy says he did not meet_htside the Rectory and ask if he wanted to

watch more movies and have a beer. o

• Father Murphy says he did not take _into his room. show_nis weights nor

Future Plans:

I told Father Murphy that even though he denies the allegation I have decided that reasonable
probability regarding the substance of the allegation exists. Mr. Hurley asked if I wo_ld explain
my reasons for this determination. Igave these reasons:

made a specific allegation of sexual misconduct concerning Father
Murphy;

• Father Murphy acknowledges that he knows_
• FatherMurphy acknowledgesthat "latchedon tohim";
• Father Murphy acknowledges oftenhelped_out with a few dollars;
• FatherMurphy acknowledgesthat_would go up to FatherMurphy's room in

the Rectory;
• There have been other mauers brought to the attention of the Archdiocese which raise

concerns aboutFather Murphy in the area of sexual misconduct. These matters
were discussed with FatherMurphy in a meeting with me on April 12. 1996.

Father Murphy presentedme with a summary of his recollections of that meeting,.

In light of this decision and in keeping_with the Pastoral Policy for handling allegmions ofs_rual
mftconduct wid=minors by clergy of the Archdiocese, I asked Father Murphy to accept an
Admini.mmive Lea_,e, which means that temporary remictions w_l be placed by Cardinal Law on

Father Murphy. Duriug this lmdod he is free to celebrate Mass privately in his own residence.
Otherwise, the Cardinal asks that .herefrain from all pastoral activity and public minktry
there has been a resolution of this situation. During this period his regular monthly remuneration

w_l be provided through the Cler_ Benefit Trust of the Archdiocese. Father Murphy accepted an
Administrative Leave. It is effective today, although the Cardinal w[ll not sign a letter to this
effect until he returns later in the week.

Father Murphy _reed to go to Saint Luke Institute tbr a psychological assessment Sun(lay July 14
through Friday, July 19. I explained to Father Murphy the options of my attending the closeout of
the assessment, or having the assessment report sent to his attorney, then to Attorney Rogers and
finally to me. Father Murphy will let me know what his Recision is regarding_these options.

Near the end of the interview Mr. Hurley raised' some questions abou_
credibiliw. Mr. Hurley stated that he worked at Saint Peter and Paul Rectory "seven days a ,.
week" during the time in questionand knew manyof the young people involved. He said that they
were tough kids. Given FatherMurphy's slight build, he would not have been able to wresde with
or subdue these young people.

I left the room to find the name and telephone number of the contact person at Saint Luke Institute

(Bonnie Connor:301-967-3700). Since it was time for me to celebrate the Chancery. noonday
Mass I askedSister Rim McCarthy to deliver the intbrmadon to Father Murphy.

Nell Hqarty later informed me that Mr. Hm'ley inquired as _ what would happen if Father
Murphyrefused to participate in the evaluation. Mr. Hegarty said he was not entirely sure. but
thatheknewFatherFladcywouldhavetodiscussthematterwiththeCardinal.He saidthathe

"supposed" that a priest could be assLoned to an assessment but that this would have to be
discussed with Father Flatley. The meeting ended at 12:15 P.M.

Later in the day I called Father Murphy to ask how he was doing_and to offer the resources of the
Archdioce_ if Father Murphy feels that hc needs psychological help at this time. He said that he
felt Im wascoping_well. I also asked for wriaen authorization to send information from his file to
Saint Luke Imtimte. Father Murphy said that he would consult with his attorney.

Father Murphywill be staying_with friends, Robert and Priscilla Turner. 527 Old Westport Road,
Dartmouth MA, 02714, 508-636-9972. At other times he will stay with his mother in Calitbmia.
He _ keep me informed of his whereabouts.

I returned today from three days in Atlanta, during which time Fr. David Murphy was tested at
the Behavioral Medicine Institute of Atlanta, by Dr. Eugene Abel, its founder.

Dr. Abel will submit a written report to me. He will also send a copy to Fr. Murphyand to St.
Luke's Institute, which made the referral

Orally,Dr. Abel concluded that Fr. Murphyhad significantlyfailed the polygraphtest when asked
if he had liedto Dr. Abel about his sexual history, if he had engaged in sex with_

or if he othwerwise had engaged,in illicit sex_ Dr. Abel says that this faiiure was
markedand indisputable.He says the polygrapher is of high reputation. The test took 2.5 hours.

Dr. Abel cannot state conclusively what happened between Fr. Murphyand_ but
he feels that Ft. Murphyis concealing something "which we may never know".

On other testing, Dr. Abel says that Ft. Murphy currentlyshows no sexual interest in childrenor
males. This testing was also extensive and reputed to be as reliableas theplethysmography.

Dr Abel suggested that Fr. Murphybe periodically retested by polygraph, to determine if his
currentbehavior is within the norm_

M_' impressioni._that Fr. Murphy is something of an enigma. He is unusually nervous and
communicates little. He was resigned to having the test results (once he learned them) make it
impossible for him to continue in ministry.

If possible, Fr. Murphy would prefer to stay in Brockton until his term expires in June, 1998. He .
is not interested in moving to a parish where he will have to inform the pastor of his situation. He
is especiallyconcerned with the integrity of his reputation.

I personally can not see Fr. Murphy posessing the coulidenee or inclination to do those things of
which he has been accused. Certainly the polygraph results complicate the matter and they cannot
simplybe dismissed. Perhaps ifFr. Murphy were monitored occasionally as suggested it would be
safe to place him back in parish ministry.

I am confident that by the experiences of the past months you have grown in awareness of the
need for priests to be vigilant regarding their behavior and what they allow to occur in their
presence. I trust that there will be no need to impose these penalties and that you will be able to
serve God's people with generosity and dedication.

He came back
to Massachusetts in July when his wife, _ divorced him because he was
unfaithful to her. Their four children remain in Florida with their mother. Their
oldest girl was ado She is the child of _ niece. They then had twin
gids, Hand and finally another girl named _ _is not all6wed to
communicate with the girls at present, but hopes he can have a relationship with
them eventually. He misses them very much. lwas a police officer in Florida
for 12 years.

_lWas born in South Boston in St. Peter and _aurs Parish. He is one of nine
children. His mother died of a heart attack at the age of 36. _was six years
old at the time and never got over it. He said that his childhood was very
disruptive and he was always in trouble. When he was in Grade 7, an Albino
teacher who was an assistant principal took an interest in him and thought he
should be in Grade 8, which was in the Gavin High School. He personally escorted
him to the high school. On the way they met Father David Murphy who told M if
he could ever be of assistance to himjust come and see him at the rector,,,.

"_dropped out of school in Grade 11 at which time his father "threw him out."
He lived on the streets and was cold and hungry most of the time. He did not
belong to any of the gangs, so he was very much alone. He recalled that Father
Murphy had told him he would help him, so he went to see him at the rectory.
Father gave him something to eat and let him wash up. Father told him to come
back at night at 10 o'clock but not to ring the bell. He would be waiting for him.
I1_ could recall the whole setup of the second floor of the rectory. He spent
about 15 nights with Father, sleeping in bed with him. Father was naked and used
to lie on top of _1 performing sexual acts on him. At no time did he penetrate
him. _said _;i_"rhewas a virgin at that time and had never seen sperm before.

One of his brothers has been
through the whole correctional system and is now in prison for murder. During a
robbery he was stationed as a street person on the ground in front of the bank with
the job of shooting the first policeman who appeared. Another brother is gay; his
youngest brother is getting a sex change. His older sister is a nun in Illin6is. Her
name is Sister_ His father still lives in the project in South Boston.

M works for the_as a facilities supervisor. It is
a non-profit organization, multi-services, with its main office at_ in
Boston. The job is stressful and the employees are mandated to take a week off
on a regular basis, which is why he was available for this interview. He thanked
me for seeing him. He signed a waiver and took a list of therapists with him.
When he selects one, he will call me.
