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TRANSLATION OF ATTACHED LETTER

Your Excellency:

It is a great honor for us to be able to communicate with you through
these few lines and we wish that God will conserve your health. We wish
to inform you that on March 26, and 27, 1877, we will be having another
Conjugal Encounter and it will be held at St. Jeanne de Lestonnac School,
Tustin, California. It will begin on March 26, at 12 P.M., and will end
on March 27, at 5 P.M., concluding with Mass. We ask for your prayers
for without them we would feel we didn't have sufficient support.

We also wish to inform you that as a Movement we are growing and we are

in need of getting help from priests or religicus. As vou are aware from
previous information we have given you, Father Juan Jose Orobic Urrutia

is the only one who assists us, when his time permits, spiritually in the
preparation of our reunions. Since he is very busy, he can't give us the
necessary help that he would like to give or we would like to have. As

of this moment would vou take this matter under consideration as we are

in need of another priest, one who thinks like us as Latins and understands
our ideas and language.

Last month various couples from three Diccese, Los Angeles, San Diego,
and Crange {Santa Ana group), belonging to Christian Family Movement re-
united in order to agree upon the planning of a Femiliar Pastcral in the
waestern region. After having discussed this with the C.F.M., Diocese of
Los Angeles and C.F.M., Diocese of San Diego, we distributed the work in
order to be more effective in Familiar Pastoral within the spanish speaking
communities. We have seen the necessity ©of having a study made of the
lack of necessities in our spanish speaking people in economic, social,
spiritual, political, educational, dwelling, eitc. The main idea is that
as Christian Family Movement, we are interested in our Latin communities
and where we may be of help to them. We hope your Excellency will take
notice of the tremendous job we have and with God's help, we hope to see
this project te the end.

Because this is such an important matter, we would like to ask for your
help and support for without this we wouldn't be able to do this Jjob of
such importance to &ll the spanish speaking people. Here is where we also
need the cooperation of a priest so that he could guide us with formation
and knowledge. This Familiar Pastoral is being taken into effect in the
United States within the proper Diocese with the main goal in mind that
some day 1t will reach Rome and see what measures will be taken towards
the spanish speaking families.

Finally, we realize you are very busy but we would like vou to take this

matter, which is of great importance +to us, undex consideration. We hope
you will grant us an appointment with vourself, not with a representative,
as there are many matters to discuss. Because we are working pecple, we

would like to have an evening appointment, if a* all possible.
