So<De years ago I was consulting with His Excellency, Archbiahop Davis, then our 
Ecclesiastical Superior, about the possibility of securing an Island Retreat in 
the Caribean for the care of Priests who were so compromised in their case history 
and so habit.ually recedi•1i AG to require, for their salvation and the mini mizing 
of their scandal , a complc te wi thdra-.•nl. from con tac~ »;i th the laity. To this end 
we have been searching for years for an isla.nd wnere, with essential medical and 
psychiatric care, the Paracletes might care for this type of problem. 

Archbishop Davis suggested that I write t o Bishop Field of Grena.da. out of t bis 
contact ca111e our going to Carriacou , in t he jurisdiction of Bishop Field, where 
we have since then emplo_yed full timl"!, t-.<o ParaclP.te Priestii in the care of a 
group of five Islands. As "' pe1G torlal mission , o'.lur •ork in Carricou has been 
highly successful, but unfortunately, thP. growint; pop1.:lari ty of these lslancls to 

tourists and the pleasure .seeki .. g public, has dissipa~ed the possibility of 
utilizing these I~land.s for t he tYJJe of Retreat we projected. 

Since we are unable to develop the priaary reason for our going to the Diocese of 
Grenada, may we ·now reques t Your i!tnir.ence th<l auti:loriz.ation to withd.ra"' froro 
Carriacou, taat we <11ay pur~ue more efficien~ly ~he primal object of our apostolate. 

This vithdrawal is approved by our General Council.
