Many thanks for your recent letter. It is good
to know that everything is going well with you. I hope
you are getting somewhat of a rest (or at least a 1lull)
after the busy time you had with the funeral, etc.

I learned today that my tuition bill here for the
current year had been sent to you, rather than handed
to me.

This arrangement is agree
able to him, and he is aware that payment will not be
forthcoming from the Chancery. I am certain that lack
of a personal reply on your part to his bill will be
entirely accentable.

I have enjoyed thoroughly the visits which several
N.H. priests have paid me in the recent weeks. Since
July 1st, I have entertained seven priests, five semi=-
harians from Louvain, and one from Cttawa. I certainly
have no cause for homesickness, as you can readily see.

The Centennial celebration was marvelous in all
respects. Father Markham has undoubtedly (cr will soomn)
told you all about it. I consider myself truly fecrtu-
nate to have been present for the occasion.

I had a months-mind Mass offered here in Rome on
the twentieth for our late Bishop of happy memorv. I
will never be able to forget or repay his kindness to
ne.

We have an altar in the crypts here at the college
given in memory of Bp. Guertin. Father Mann celebrated
Mass at it when he was here.

You will hardly believe this--it is storming outside
and hailstones are dropping. Cctober in Rome--imagine!

Thank you very much for your kindness to me when you were here
two weeks ago. 1 enjoyed the pleasure of your company--and that of
the other priests--very nuch; and the dinner was certainly in the

finest tradition of the Chicagc House.

I am very pleased that Your Excellency has sent two Manchester
priests over here. After three years of maintaining singlehandecly
the Manchester cutpost in Rome, I find the company of two reinfeorcements
verv agreeable, Doth Fathers Boisvert and iulvee are extremely oui-
standing and congenial men, and I an very happy to welceome tixen herec.

~Plans for the ordination on December 20th are taXing final shape,
preparations are progressing satisfactorily. There is much to be
e, The wocrst job is preparing for the horde of relations and
i riends who will be coming--nearly four hundred this year--dut the
situation is pretty well in hand by now, I was sorry to learn that
your schedule will not permit you to be nresent. Archbishop Cody
told the New (rleans men that his commission was adjourning on the
19th, and consequently he would stay the extra day for the crdinaticn;
and trerefore I had hovned that you might be doing the sanme. However,
1 supnose your commission adjourns somewhat earlier, and I know that
your work at home calls you back as soon as pcossible.

It would be a great advantage for me if Your Excellency would
see fit to grant me a diocesan 1oan of one thousand dollars, which
is the cost of the tuition here at the College, and which I would
use to pay the same. As you can guess, this promises to be a Vvery
expensive year for me, and I also would prefer not to ask my mother
fo assume this burden, since she is now 1iving on a retirement income,
and her expenses relating to ne between now and July will be very
great, As you know, I am still drawing a G.I. Bill checXk fronm the
government every month, but it is not at all sufficient to cover the
cost of this tuition; and if I taie what I do get and use it rather
for other expenses (including transportation home), it would be 2
great advantage for me. I pledge myself in advance to the repayment
of this loan as soon as nossible, in sccordance with the repayment
policy currently being followed in the diccese, and at the correct
‘~terest. -

arc *hat the usual pelicy of the diocese is to pay mO
more than half of the seminarian's tuition each year. However, I
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feel that Your bxcellency may see fit to waive this policy in this
particular case when it is considered that at the present tirme I
do not owe the diocese any money at all, since I have never in the
past borrowed any money either from Bishop Brady or yourself.

I thank Your Excellency for your kind consideration of this
request., Please remember me in your prayers during the next few
weeks between now and ordination., I thank you for calling ne to
the subdiaconate in July, and to the dlaconatc, which we shall
receive on the 29th of this month. It is a grecat joy to have re-
ceived major orders after many years of anticipation and prcourut¢on.

The examination schedule at the University has
finally been posted, and I shall be finished there
on June 23rd.

I had intended to seek your approval of my
delaying my return to America until July 9th, in
order to travel for two weeks in Europe before
returning home. However, in the light of your
letter informing me that the needs of the diocese
would call for an earlier return, together with
His Excellency's wish that I do so, I shall do just
that. It gives me great pleasure to think that I
can be of some small service to the Bishop and dio-
cese, after being for so many years on the "receiving
end."

I plan to fly from Glasgow to New York on June
25th. The reason I am flying from Glasgow rather
than from Rome is that Scandinavian Airways is
offering us returning priests a wonderful deal, which
I cannot afford to ignore. They will ship all our
trunks and books free of charge, providing that we
give them our business. And since their transatlantic
flights originate only at Copenhagen and Glasgow, -1
shall be required to go to Glasgow to get the flight.

I shall, therefore, be back within New Hampshire
on the evening of June 25th, God willing, and shall
be available immediately for assignment.

It was very kind of you to approve the 1l4th
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of July as the date of my first Mass in Clare-
mont. This is a great help to me and to my
mother, because it allows more time for taking
care of so many necessary previous details.
Whatever work I am doing at that time, I shall
hope for a two- or three-day leave in order to
go home and tend to this commitment on the 14th.

We are all very busy preparing for the
final exams for the licentiate. 'I probably
won't receive it--I have never done well at
theology. But I am giving it a good try. If
I do, it looks as if I shall be just in time--
it was announced today that after next year
six years would be required for the award of the
licentiate.

However, late yesterday afternoon, Father Densmore
