Your z82.lous apostolate not only in your parochial unties) but in looking 
after tI1i!'ty-fi ve camps of hr~1,(~e:r.os, covers :'- wide ranze of missionary . ~ 
activity. 

One note, hOWeYBr~ in your letter causes me much concern. You state 
that the MKdc~n CODsul has informed you that some camps are neglected 
because the attending Fathers do not. speak Sp?vnish. Among these would 
seem to be Camp Joe Dnr1aggio, with over 2,000 men, and four other camps 
that number over 500 each.

"I. . .. firmly hold and accept each 
and every definition of ~the unerring 
teaching of the Church, with all she has 
maintained and declared, but especially 
those points of doctrine which express­
ly combat the errors of our time. In 
the first place I profess my belief that 
God, the beginning and end of all, can 
be certainly known and therefore proved 
to exist by the natural light of reason 
from the things that are made, that is, 
from the visible "orks of the creation 
as a cause from its effects. Next I 
recognize and acknowledge the external 
arguments of revelation, that is, divine 
facts, especially miracles and prophe­
cies. as most certain signs of the divine 
origin of the Christian religion, and I 
hold that these are altogether suited to 
the understanding of every age and of 
all men, also of our times. Thirdly, 
I likewise hold with firm faith that the 
Church, the guardian and exponent of 
the revealed \Vord, "as proximately and 
directly founded by the true and his­
toric Christ Himself, while He dwelt 
amongst us, and that she was also built 
upon Peter, the Prince of the Apostolic 
Hierarchy, and' upon his successors to 
the end of time. Fourthly, I sincerely 
accept the teaching of faith as trans­
mitted down to us from the Apostles 
through the orthodox Fathers in the 
same sense and even in the same word­
ing; and, therefore. I wholly reject the 
heretical notions of the evolution of 
dogmas, which pass from one sense to 
another alien to that which the Church 
held from the start; and I likewise con­
demn every error "hereby is substitut­
ed for the divine deposit, entrusted by 
Christ to His Spouse and by Her to be 
faithfully guarded, a philosophic sys­
tem or the creation of a human cou­
sciousness, gradually refined by the 
striving of men and finally to be per­
fected hereafter by indefinite progress. 
Fifthly, I hold for certaiu and sincerely 
profess that Faith is not a blind religious 
sense making its "ay out of the hidden 
regions of the sub-liminal consciousness, 
morally tinged by the influence of heart 
and will, but is a true assent of the in­
tellect to truth received from without 
by hearing, an assent whereby we be­
lieve to be true, because of the authority 
of the all-true God, whatever by the 
personal God, our Creator and Lord,

"I further, with all due reverence; 
submit and with my whole mind ad­
here to all the condemnations, declara­
tions, and ordinances contained in the 
Encyclical letter Pascendi and in the 
Decree Lamentabili, particularly' re­
garding what is called the history of 
Dogma. 

"I also r~ject the error of those who 
aver that the Faith proposed by the 
Church may be in conflict with history, 
and that Catholic dogmas in the sense 
in which they are now understood can­
not be harmonized with the more truth­
ful "origins" of Christianity. More­
over, I condemn and rejeCt the opinion 
which declares that a Christian man of 
better culture can assume a dual per· 
sonality, one as a believer and another 
as an historian, as if it were permissible 
for the historian to bold fast what his 
faith as a believer .contradicts, or to lay 
down premises from which there fol­
lows. the falsity :orthe uncertaintY'of 
dogmas, provided only that these are 
not directly denied. Likewise I reject 
that method of estimating and interpret­
ing Holy Writ, which, setting aside the 
Church's tradition and the analogy of 
Faith and the rules of the Apostolic See, 
adopts the rationalists' principles and 
with equal arbitrariness and rashness 
considers criticism of the text the one 
only supreme rule. Furthermore, I re­
ject the opinion of those who hold that 
a teacher of the science of Historical 
Theology or the writer on the subject 
must first put aside the notions pre­
viously conceived about the superna­
tural origin of Catholic tradition or 
about the divine aid promised for the 
perpetual preservation of each revealed 
truth; then, that the writings of in­
dividual Fathers must be interPreted 
solely by the data of science, without 
any reference to sacred authority, and 
with that freedom of judgment where· 
with every profane record is usually 
examined. . 
. "Finally and in general, I declare my­

self to be far removed from the error 
of the modernists who hold that in 
sacred tradition there is nothing inher­
ently divine; or who-far ,Yorse still­
admit it in a pantheistic sense; so that 
thus there would remain only a. bare 
simple fact equal to the ordinary facts 
of history, viz .• that the school started 
by Christ and His Apostles finds, in the 
ages that follow, men to carry it on by 
their energy, their skill, and theirgeruus. 
Wherefote most firmlY do I retain and 
to my last breath wil(r retain the Faith 
of the Fathers of the Church concern-

I . . .. firmly hold and accept each 
and every definition of the unerring 
teaching of the Church, with all she has 
maintained and declared, but especially 
those points of doctrine which express­
ly combat the errors of our time. In 
the first place I profess my belief that 
God, the beginning and end of all, can 
be certainly known and therefore proved 
to exist by the natural light of reason 
from the things that are made, that is, 
from the visible works of the creation 
as a cause from its effects. Next I 
recognize and acknowledge the external 
arguments of revelation, that is, divine 
facts, especially miracles and prophe­
cies, as most certain signs of the divine 
origin of the Christian religion, and I 
hold that these are altogether suited to 
the understanding of every age and of 
all men, also of our times, Thirdly, 
I Iike"'ise hold with firm faith that the 
Church, the guardian and exponent of 
the re\'ealed \Vord, \\'as proximately and 
directly founded by the true and his­
toric Christ Himself, while He dwelt 
amongst us, and that she w.as also built 
upon Peter, the Prince of the Apostolic 
Hierarchy, and upon his successors to 
the end of time. Fourthly, I sincerely 
accept the teaching of faith as trans­
mitted dOm! to us from the Apostles 
through the orthodox Fathers in the 
same sense and e\'en in the same word­
ing; and, therefore, I whoUy reject the 
heretical notions of the e\'olution of 
dogmas, w-hich pass from one sense to 
another alien to that which the Church 
held from the start; and I likewise con­
demn every error ,,-hereby is substitut­
ed for the divine deposit, entrusted by 
Christ to His Spouse and by Her to be 
faithfully guarded, a philosophic sys­
tem or the creation of a human con­
sciousness, gradually refined by the 
striving oi men and finally to be per­
fected hereafter by indefinite progress. 
Fifthly, I hold for certain and sincerely 
profess that Faith is not a blind religious 
sense making its \ray out of the hidden 
regions of the sub-liminal consciousness, 
morally tinged by the influence_ of heart 
and \\'ill, but is a true assent of the in­
tellect to truth received from without 
by hearing, an assent whereby we be­
lieve to be true, because of the authority 
of the all-true God, whatever by the 
personal God. our Creato:- and Lord, 
has been spoken, testified and reveakd.

Dogma. 

"I also r,eject the error of those who 
aver that the Faith proposed by the 
Church may be in conflict 'with history, 
and that Catholic dogmas in the sense 
in which they are now understood can­
not be harmonized with the more truth­
ful "~rigins" of Christianity. More­
over; I condemn and reject the' opinion 
which declares that a Christian man of 
better culture can assume a dual per­
sonality, one as a believer and another 
as an historian, as if it II-ere permissible 
for the historian to hold fast what his 
faith as a believer contradicts, or _to lay 
down premises from which there fol­
lows the falsity or the uncertainty of 
dogmas, provided only that these are 
not directly denied. Likewise r reject 
that method of estimating and interpret­
ing Holy Writ, which, setting aside the 
Church's tradition and the analogy of 
Faith and the rules of the Apostolic See. 
adopts the rationalists' principles and 
with equal arbitrariness and rashness 
considers criticism of the text the one 
only supreme rule. Furthermore, I re­
ject the opinion of those who hold that 
a teacher of the science of Historical 
'rheology or the writer on the subject 
must first put aside the notions pre­
,-iously conceived about the superna­
tural origin of Catholic tradition or 
about the divine aid promised for the 
perpetuafpreservation of each re'vealed 
truth; then, that the writings of in­
dividual Fathers must be interpreted 
solely by the data of science, without 
any reference to sacred authority, and 
with that freedom of judgment where­
with every profane record is usually 
examined. 

"Finally and in general, I declare my­
self to be far removed from the error 

'. of the modernists who hold that in 
sacred tradition there is nothing inher­
ently divine; or who-":far worse stiIl­
admit it in a pantheistic sense; so that 
thus there would remain only a bare 
simple fact equal to the ordinary facts 
of history, viz., that the school started 
by Christ and His Apostles finds, in the 
ages that follow, men to carry it on by 
their energy, their skill, and their genius. 
\Vherefore most firmh' do I retain and 
to my last breath will-r retain the Faith 
of the Fathers of the Church concern­
ing the sure endolnnent of truth, which 
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teneatur quod melius et aptius videri 
possit secundum suam cui usque aetatis 
culturam, sed ut nunquam aliter creda­
tur, nunquam aliter intelligatur abso­
luta et immutabilis veritas ab initio per 
Apostolos praedicata

tegre sincereque servaturum et inviola­

biliter custoditurum, nusquam ab lis 

sive in docendo sive-quomodolibet ver­

bis scriptisque defiectendo.

is, has been, and ever will be in the suc':' 
cession of the Episcopate from the 
Apostles; not in such a way that what 
seems best and most fitting according 
to the refinement of each age may be 
held, but that the absolute and un­
changeable truth preached from the be-' 
ginning by the Apostles may never in 
any different wise be believed, never in 
any different wise be understood. 

All this I promise that I will faithfully. 
entirely and sincerely keep and in­
violably guard, and from this never in 
teaching or howsoever by word or writ­
ing in the least depart. So I promise, 
so I swear, so help me God and these 
His holy gospels.

I am writing you the following lines to discuss a matter which I 
think might be of interest to the Most Reverend Bishop of that Diocese. 
There is a student here who was born in Mexico, but raised in Kansas 
City, and who seeing the great necessity that Mexican residents of this 
country have for Mexican priests who Can understand them and work with 
eagerness for them, has decided as a true ideal and apostolic zeal never 
to return to Mexico, but to remain here and work for his fellow country­
men. His Bishop (the ArChbishop of ~adalajara) has given him permission, 
so now the only thing needed is an American Bishop who would like to 
recei ve him. 

As I lmow that the Most Reverend Bishop desires Mexican priests 
to work among our people, it has appeared convenient for me to propose 
it to him. I think it is a good opportunity for that Diocese, for the 
boy is in good conditions: he is actually 23 years of age and this 
course will complete the Philosophy, so the only thing he lacks is 
Theology. He,is of a strong built and is in excellent health; ordinary 
talent, although you can truthfully say intelligent; above all this boy 
has a great spirit and is full of charity and apostolic zeal, this he 
demonstrates in his wanting to stay to look after the Mexican people. 
Rere he has given similar proofs! he attends to the spiritual and 
material needs of the people of the neighboring ranches, who in turn are 
grateful and fond of him. 

However, in the event that the Most Reverend Bishop of San Diego 
would admit him into that diocese, he would have to take care of support­
ing him. In this case I don't know what the Most Reverend Bishop will 
propose, whether to let him finish his course here or to change him to 
some American seminary, for example, Los Angeles. The pension is very 
small here; they charge the Mexican dioceses $8.00 per month, but we 
will pretend that is only half pension; thus they would charge an Amer­
ican diocese twice the amount, which is still very small according to 
what is accustomed here. Aside from that mediCines, clothes, extras, 
etc. would have to ~e paid, but that is a small detail. 

The student in question, whose name is Maximino Gomez, if he is 
permitted, would like to study Theology in an American seminary to be­
come acquainted with the surroundings where he Is going to work. He 
already speaks English quite well. 

I would appreciate it, whenever there is an opportunity, if you 
would talk over this matter with the Most Reverend Bishop, and let us 
know his decision. 

Speaking of another matter, I wish Your Reverence would tell me 
if I could be of some use in helping you preach the Novena of st. 
Ignatius and also to give retreats in Spanish to the Sisters who live 
close to the Cathedral in the month of July J so I can suggest this plan 
to Father Provinclal. The Pastor ot' st. Anthony's Church in Los Angeles 
\Vants me to substitute for him during the month of August While he is 
away on his vacation. As for the Novena, I think we could get together 
in this manner: I could take the even number days and the day of st. 
Ignatius, and Your Reverence the odd number days; this wili leave fi<V\eMEZ-CDF_004S2 
da.ys for each. 
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You must excuse all the inconveniences Your Reverence and don't 
forget that Wf) __ expect you in Montezuma to make your exercises some·· 
time.

The 
problem which apparently prompted Fr. G. to leave the United States can 
be stated briefly as follows: In September, 1965, a man came to the 
Chancery Office in San Diego (I was absent attending the Council in Rome) 

'and accused Fr. G. of making improper advances towards his son, abou)t 
three and a half years before. The son was then about 17 years of age . 

.. The man and his son eng~ge~ a lawyer and brought a civil suit against 
Fr. G. for this alleged act. Fr. G. left the U. S. (without my permis­
sion) before he gave his testimony in the case. He has maintained that 
he is absolutely innocent. The case will be tried eventually in civil 
court. I will probably have to appear as Fr. GiS. Bishop. He will 
probably be found guilty by default, ~ absentia.
