The research cond ucted  for the initial work  of the Dep artm ent of the Interior Fed eral Ind ian Board ing School Initiative 
has resulted  in the id entification of hund red s of board ing schools that have been consid ered  against four criteria. 
All four criteria m ust be m et for an institution to be consid ered  a Fed eral Ind ian Board ing School (FIBS). 

The four criteria are d escribed  below:
Housing – Institution ever d escribed  as p rovid ing housing or overnight lod ging to attend ees on site.

Ed ucation - Institution ever d escribed  as p rovid ing form al acad em ic or vocational training or instruction.
Fed eral Sup p ort - Institution ever d escribed  as having fed eral governm ent fund s or other sup p ort p rovid ed  to the institution.

Tim efram e - Institution op erational at any tim e p rior to 1969.
The m ap s to follow contain the locations id entified  for schools that m et all four criteria 

and  are consid ered  to be a FIBS. 
Note that the num ber of FIBS site locations (431) will be greater than 

the unique num ber of FIBS (408) as som e schools changed  locations over tim e.
