Wrongful conduct by the Archdiocese of Santa Fe and St. Therese of the Infant Jesus Parish 
allowed the pedophile priest access to me and other children, when I was sexually assaulted 
by Fr. Ron Roth.

Fr. Ron Roth was a priest at the time, employed by the Archdiocese of Santa Fe and St.

The abuse happened in 1971, not long before middle school graduation. It was a 
single incident, and while it was the only time it happened to me, it hmt me forever.

Just before finishing middle school in 1971, I was in eight grade. So, at the time of 
the abuse I would have been 14 years old. 

e. What happened (describe what happened): 

As an altar boy for Fr. Ron Roth, I served mass on many occasions. On the day of the 
incident Fr. Roth was taking individual pictures of the altar boys in the eighth grade class, 
one at a time, in his recto1y. I was the last one to go in the room, and after he set the camera 
he came over to me and put his arms around my neck and told me "This is not gonna hurt". 
I didn't lmow how to take that, and was just standing there when he suddenly got down on 
his lmees. I was frozen in place as he undid my pants, pulled my unde1wear down and 
stmted rubbing my scrotum and testicles. He told me not to be afraid and stmted touching 
my anus with his finger. At that point I was so surprised I became unfrozen and reacted 
by hitting him and running away. I ran straight home, which was about a mile, and I 
remember throwing up on the way. My grandmother was there when I entered, I was 
crying and couldn't get any words out. I couldn't stop c1ying but I finally told her that he 
touched me. When my parents got back to the house a little while later I told them what 
he had done, but I could not really explain at that age what happened. I don't recall them 
doing anything to follow up on what I told them. All I remember is it was the hardest thing 
to go back to the school to get my graduation ce1tificate. I never saw the priest again after 
the incident. 

f. Did you tell anyone about the sexual abuse or other wrongful conduct and, if so, who did 
you tell and when (this would include parents; relatives; friends; the Archdiocese; 
attorneys; counselors; and law enforcement authorities)? 

As a 14 year old crying hysterically, I tried to tell my parents and my grandmother. I never 
mentioned it to anyone else until recently. I have only told my attorneys, my therapist and 
a defense attorney for the Archdiocese of Santa Fe in July 2018.

I was born and raised Catholic, and served as an altar boy in the Parish of St. Therese, 
which is affiliated with the Archdiocese of Santa Fe.

I have nightmares of this incident. It left me with deep-seated anger issues that affected my 
work as a c01Tections officer; I acted violently towards some of the accused rapists. I got 
in lots of fights in high school; I would think of Fr. Ron, always, when I fought. Also, I 
never thought I would meet anyone, because of my temper. I became a hermit and lived 
with parents until age 36. Then I met . I had closed myself off to the world, but never 
knew why. I am now concluding after therapy that one incident of childhood sexual abuse, 
if left untreated and if all emotional reactions are suppressed and bottled up, can cause an 
angry disconnect with the world. That is how I have always been until I saw a news sto:ry 
one night on TV about priest abuse and started having flashbacks and dreams, and thought 
I needed help. Therapy did help, and after about 6 or 7 visits, I stopped going. The dreams 
have not stopped, but the therapist has me go for long walks if my anxiety gets high, and 
focus on peaceful calming music and thoughts.
